NAGVA RULES &  
TOURNAMENT REQUIREMENTS 

 
NAGVA Rules & Regulations: 
Per the 2016 NAGVA Annual Meeting, NAGVA has adopted all of the USAV Rule Changes, 
except for pursuit. In NAGVA, there is no pursuit across the other court for a ball. Also, no touching 
of any part of the net (bottom or top) while a player is in motion. 
 
Effective for the 2025-26 Season and as adopted by the Board of Directors, NAGVA has adopted 
the USAV rules for double contact violations, screening, liberos and substitutions. On the second 
team hit, the ball may contact various parts of the body consecutively, provided that the contact 
occurs during one action and the ball is next touched by a teammate. However, if the ball is played 
over the net in this type of scenario, it would be ruled a fault, and the team would lose the point. 
 
Registration Protocol: 

 
THE NAGVA WAIVERS MUST BE SIGNED BY ALL PLAYERS PRIOR TO 

STEPPING ON THE COURT. IF IT IS FOUND THAT ANY PLAYER STARTS PLAY 
WITHOUT SIGNING THE WAIVER, THE TEAM WILL BE PENALIZED.  

 
Identification: 
Identification is required to check-in and register with the tournament. Per NAGVA Rules & 
Regulations, players must be 18 years or older. You must provide a government-issued photo 
identification. 
 
Rosters & Officiating: 
Make sure that you have accurate roster on the NAGVA website, including a Certified R1 and 
Scorekeeper. After Wednesday, February 11th, please notify the Tournament Directors for any 
changes to your roster (additions or deletions) and the RCs (Scott Kilburg and Eric Nelson). 
 
If you do not have a Certified R1 or Scorekeeper on your roster, please notify the Tournament 
Director and/or Site Manager, and the Tournament will provide you with each position for $30 per 
position per match. Cash or Venmo accepted. Please see one of the Tournament Directors and 
notify us in advance. 
 
Finally, if you are late for your referee assignment by more than five minutes, you will be assessed 
penalties as determined by the Tournament Directors or Court Managers. 
 
You must have a minimum of six players on your team to play. No exceptions. 
 
Protests: 
Remember, a Protest may not be filed for a judgement call (ex: a double or ball in/out). A Protest 
may only be filed for RULES INTERPRETATIONS. If a Team wants to file a Protest, play must 
be stopped IMMEDIATELY. During Pool Play on Saturday, time does not stop. Have a player go 
to the Tournament Desk and notify Court Managers or Tournament Directors about your 
PROTEST. The Protest Committee shall consist of three people, which may include (based on 
availability): one of Tournament Directors, Court Managers, Head Referee, Regional 
Commissioners, or a Captain from a Team in the Same Division Not Playing. 
 



Unrated Players:  
The RCs will rate all unrated players on Saturday. If they do not reach out to you or your Captain, 
please assume that the UNRATED player is rated in the division they are playing in. All unrated 
players are subsequently re-assessed by the RCs on Sunday. If an unrated player is rated higher 
than their division (aka. BB player in B Division, or A player in BB Division), then the player will 
be removed from the team in accordance with NAGVA’s guidelines. We will not permit teams to 
move between divisions. 
 
Women’s Division & Ratings: 
Players in the Women’s Division are not subject to the rating requirements instituted by NAGVA. 
Otherwise, the Women’s Division shall adhere to all rules and regulations outlined in this 
tournament guide. 
 
ADDITIONAL NAGVA RULES OF NOTE 
Per the 2023 Annual Meeting, NAGVA has instituted new rules regarding unrated players and the 
size of a team. As defined in the NAGVA Rules & Regulations: 
 

2.04(B)(2) - If a Non-Rated player is given an initial or final rating that is higher 
than the division they are playing in, their team will automatically forfeit their current 
match (if between sets), or most recently completed match. 
 
2.05(2) - Teams registered to compete in any division offered by a tournament may 
only include 9 rostered members. 

 
 

SCORING & MATCHES 
 

Pool Play - Saturday, February 14th         
Pool Play is TIMED per the schedule below. Each match is limited to 45 minutes. Teams are 
allowed a 5 minute SHARED warm-up from the start of round. We will adhere strictly to this 
schedule. Each team is allowed two 30-second time-outs per match. No time-outs allowed after 
the 2-minute warning. 
 
For Pool Play, each team will play four matches consisting of two sets. All matches will be 
played starting at 4 to 25. Win by 2 Points. Cap at 27. If a tie exists after time is called, play one 
point to determine match winner. 
 
Tournament Play - Sunday, February 15th      
Tournament play is played in a double elimination bracket. Each team is allowed two 30-second 
time-outs per match. No time-outs allowed after the 2-minutes warning. 

Winner Bracket: First two matches will be played starting at 4 to 25. Win by 2 points. Cap at 27. 
If a Third match is required, play will start at 0 to 15. Switch at 8. Win by 2 points. Cap of 17. 

Consolation Bracket: One match, start play at 4 to 25. Switch at 13. Cap of 27. 
 
Medals will be awarded to the top 3 teams in each division. Allstars and a MVP will be awarded 
in each division from the tops teams. Ref teams will vote on the allstars during each match.
